Important information
• There may be other events going on at 

the same time – Stay in CHS Prom 
designated areas.

• Once you leave Prom, for any reason, you 
will not be permitted to re-enter. This 
includes going to the parking lot/car.

• You may pay to valet park, but there is 
free parking across the street from the 
Omni/STAR.  

• You may use any of the main entrances to 
enter the Omni.  However, you must use 
the main escalator to reach the second 
floor to access our (CHS) Prom area.  Look 
for a CHS Administrator at the bottom of 
the escalator.   

• CHS/FISD Student Code of Conduct is still 
in effect.



Date/Guest 
• If your date/guest does not attend CHS, they must 

have a Guest Form filled out. Mrs. Davis, in the 
front office, will approve the request. The deadline 
is April 24th at 4:30 pm. NO LATE GUEST FORMS 
WILL BE ACCEPTED.

• All guest forms must be approved prior to 
purchasing a ticket. 

• Guest Forms will be available for pick up from Mrs. 
Davis beginning April 1st. 

• Guests will not be allowed to enter PROM without 
prior approval. 

• Dates/Guest may not be more than two years 
removed from high school.

• Seniors may invite underclassmen to the PROM, 
but the senior must purchase the ticket and note 
them as a guest. 

• Date/Guests are expected to follow the same 
expectations and dress code as CHS students. 



• Dress Suit and Tie or Tuxedo
• No Jeans, cutoffs, flip flops or tennis shoes – including Chuck 

Taylors
• Non-Formal headwear (baseball caps, do rags, bandanas) will 

not be allowed. Formal dress hats that go with tuxedo or suit are 
acceptable. 



• Modestly cut in the front so as not to show too much 
cleavage; plunging necklines are not allowed for this event. 

• Two-piece or see-through/mesh tops or bra-top-type 
dresses are not acceptable for this event. 

• Dresses must not be cut below the bust line. 

• With your arms down at your side, if flesh touches flesh 
below the bust line on the sides, the dress is inappropriate 
for this event. 

• Midriffs should not be exposed more than 1 inch. This 
includes the front, back and side. All dresses must cover the 
midriff region. Sheer fabric does NOT count for dress code. 

• Dresses should not be cut lower than the midriffs and the 
top of the waist in the back. No dresses with cut-outs in the 
front or back of the dress. 



• Undergarments should not be visible. 
• All dress alterations must be permanent – No quick fixes at 

the door will be made in order to make the dress acceptable.

• No cover-ups (coats, shawl, wraps an/or sweaters) will be 
allowed over dresses in order to make them meet the dress 
code.

• Strapless dresses, spaghetti strap dresses, one strap dresses 
and/or halter top dresses that have none of the above 
mentioned violations ARE ALL APPROVED dresses for Prom. 

• Dresses may not have a slit on the side, in the front or back 
that is higher than finger tip length in the standing position. 

• Lace-up dresses that are not open to the top of the waist 
must have material attached behind the laces, covering the 
lower back. Fabric inserts that make the dress acceptable 
must be sewn to the dress and not pinned or taped.



• Students will not be allowed into the dance if their dresses do not meet the dress code. You are 
responsible for telling your guests our dress code. 

• If you have questions about your dress, please see Mrs. Pryor or Dr. Maphies. You are welcome to 
bring your dress or a picture of your dress, or email Mrs. Pryor or Dr. Maphies for pre-approval.

• Money will not be refunded if you or your guest choose not to follow any of our Prom guidelines. 
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
